Things You Should Know 

 There will be 12 teams, double elimination, each game time approximately 45 minutes.  This will be an 8 hour day at minimum. 

 Each team should have 5 members, 4 play at one time and 1 alternate for early departures.  There is a 2 game minimum so each 
person will play at least one game.  Each team member (all 5) are required to pay $30 to play. 

 Registration fee includes breakfast, lunch (provided by Dietz & Watson).  Meals are available to non-playing guests at a cost of 
$15.  BYO alcohol is allowed at team discretion (beer and wine only). 

 2 games are played at one time (i.e. 4 teams).  Teams will be contacted prior to the tournament with order and estimated start 
times.  First 4 teams will start promptly at  9:00 a.m. so that we remain on schedule for the day..
